All participants must comply with the following criteria:

· Be between 15-25 years old (Only leaders will be able to overpass the limit of age);

· groups must be independent as not extra assistance will be provided during activity;
· a gender balance among participants will be appreciate – 2 boys and 2 girls.
· participants should be able to follow the activities inherent to the program such as excursions, working groups and intercultural activities;

· leaders should have a good command of the English language in order to be able to assist their participants to follow all the activities of the program;

· participants will be prepared in advanced in their own country and they will collect information about the situation of young people in their countries and the way of discussing peace problem in the different civil societies;

· be willing to work in an intercultural atmosphere, have the willingness’ to be together with the different country groups and not create National country groups.
· be committed to take active part in the whole activity. Participants who will not participate to the 100% of the activity, will not be reimbursed of their travel expenses.
The International Youth Activity

The project IT-31-38-2007-R5  will be held in the city of YEREVAN (Armenia) from 14th to 22nd of July.

The Project aims to educate, support and  motivate  young people to build and consolidate Peace in Europe. 40 young people from Program and EECA region’s countries will learn how reflect Peace and raise awareness of Cultural Diversity by using two main tools: photography and newspaper. As well as, they will have the possibility to exchange opinions and ideas about intercultural learning, intercultural  dialogue and  tolerance.

Important is to consider that a youth exchange brings together groups of young people from different backgrounds, providing them with an opportunity to discuss and confront a certain theme. The theme of the project is reflecting on peace and raising awareness of Cultural Diversity by using two main tools: photography and newspaper, in order to promote stability and intercultural understanding in Europe.   

The general aim of the youth exchange is to give young people from different countries the opportunity to exchange their perceptions of peace  and cultural diversity, share ideas how to reduce xenophobia and promote tolerance. All participants come from different cultural backgrounds. The intercultural learning process will pass through the awareness of participants towards other cultural entities. Young people living in a group altogether 24 hours a day, interacting, sharing experiences, building new personal relationships will break down all barriers they might have had between each other at the beginning of the activity. To make this learning process possible, all participants will be involved in the activity in a very active and positive way.
THINGS TO THINK ABOUT …

Venue and place:

1. The exact dates of the exchange activity.
14th – 22nd July

Participants are supposed to arrive on the 14th as we would like to have the whole group ready for dinner 14th of July.

Departure will be on 22nd of July after breakfast.
2. The place (board and lodging).
The hosting place is an especial School for physics and mathematics. It’s a residential school where we will be able to use all the facilities. 

Double and triple beds with bathrooms. 

It is not far from the center which is nice but it can also be dangerous for the developing of the activity. Please, prepare well to your participants as we will not allow participants to go to the city by their own unless under a coordinated activity. Remember that participants skipping activities (participation is foreseen in a 100% bases) will not be reimbursed of their travel expenses.

3. The facilities of the place.
Six people sharing triple rooms with bathroom. If the place is not full we will try to put only two people in the rooms so that four people will be sharing bathrooms.

There are three internet points close but we will not recommend participants to make use of it unless extremely necessary.

We will have computers and projector for presentations.
The meeting room will be a theatre hall where most of the activities will be held. Dinning room will be used also for parties and activities at night time.

Please inform your participants that the country in July is very hot. Tell them do not expect to have air conditioned in the structure.

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4. What to bring.

Comfortable clothes.

Food, drinks, posters, pictures for the international party.

Swimming suit, protection for the sun.

Caps, sunglasses.

It will be very hot so please advice participants to bring summer clothes and sun protection.

Medicines you usually use and you will not be able to find in Armenia. Insurance will cover only for sickness during activities but nothing you already had before your departure.

Personal items as towels, soup, etc…

Participants:

Organizations will send participants registration forms to AFSAI before 9th June. Remember that you will need time to buy your tickets.

All participants will have to advanced to money for visa (which will be asked in the airport at the arrival in Yerevan) and the money for the exit taxes from the country. AFSAI will try to reimburse the 70% of this money together with travel expenses if amount is not over the limit expenses for flight tickets for each country.

All countries will organize in their own offices, preparation activities and meetings with participants in order to make them aware of program, be prepare for the activities and give them all information concerning the development of the event.

Travel:

1. Tickets for the activity. How reimbursement is done.
Reimbursement will be done to organizations bank accounts only when original flight tickets will be arrived at the AFSAI office in Rome. Remember that tickets without boarding pass will not be reimbursed.
2. Insurance of participants.
All participants will be insured with EUROPE ASSISTANCE and the insurance will cover sickness, accidents and third liability only from the departure to the arrival day.

3. Pick up from and to airport.
FYCA will rent mini buses in order to organize pick up of the different groups. Please, remember that in order to facilitate their work you should give them flight details before the end of June.

4. Local transportation.
For the excursion to the Lake, we will use also mini buses in order to save some money.
Program:

1. Set the final program. We have modified a little bit the final program. In order to have the last version of the final program we need to have from the different leaders the description of the day. 

2. Division of tasks. Every country will be responsible of one day. AFSAI (Cuca) will be waiting for a detailed description of the activities for the day of each country. In case you need any support, please do not hesitate to contact Cuca or Raffaella.

4. Energizers:

· some comments about participants: feelings, fears, happy moments

Basic materials as pens, papers, markers, etc.. will be provided by FYCA

Do not expect to get folders, note books, etc.. we have a very low budget so will use only basic material.
